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Good-bye Bully Game 
EMB 

BOARD GAME 
 

Objective: This game is intended for students that exhibit bullying behaviors and for those 

being bullied. The students will travel through the board game answering question 

cards that help them understand why it is not okay to bully and also help them learn how 

to handle bullying situations. 

Pre-game directions: Make a copy of the game board, ways to stop a bully poster, question cards and question card covers.  

Cut question cards and covers. Glue the cover to each question card, laminate game, poster and question cards and cut. 

Directions for playing the game: Have students roll a die to determine who should begin first. The person that begins the game  

will roll the die and move according to the number rolled. 

If a player should land on a question card, the player will pick a question card, read it and answer the question. 

 Each card will indicate how many spaces the player should move forward if answered correctly. Students may refer to the,  

“Ways to stop a Bully” poster for an answer. 

If player lands on a bully, bully square, the player looses a turn. If the player lands on a bystander square,  
the player will move back one space, if the player lands on a good-by bully space  

(meaning that they handled a bully correctly) 
 they will move ahead 2 spaces. If a player lands on a blank square, they just stay there. 

The player that reaches the square marked “finish” wins the game.
