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Abstract
“The dream of Rο”, a theater fable is a workshop that suggests a different way of dramatization. The idea comes from Stella Michailidou’s play “The dream of Ro”. Our theater fable shows some of the play’s characters, who invite children to an adventure. In this practical process, the children together with the teacher try to achieve a common goal and create bonds of solidarity through their team efforts. They start together a challenging journey in a fantastic land and time through a rite of passage including a number of surprises in order to keep children’s interest. Teacher plays the leading role. Apart from her educational goal for active learning, she is the actor and the narrator of the story. She plays the characters using sometimes a papet. Furthermore, her narration helps to go further into the story and suggests possible solutions. Children try to decide how to continue in their journey through their meetings. Additionally, they have a map that helps them to discover the paths of the magical land. The team celebrates after the end of the story. Theater fable borrows elements from well-known drama techniques (e.g. theater in education, puppet show and theatrical games). Theater fable is a technique that can be used by drama-teachers or teachers who want to teach a specific topic from the curriculum and can be also used in “Filanagnosia” program. This method addresses to kindergarten children as well as to the first three grades of the primary school children. 
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
