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Synopsis

The initiation for this workshop is Aristophanes’ comedy “Knights”, which allows the teacher to work in a safe environment, using characters connected with contemporary society. This story contains a large number of subjects such as honesty, empathy, deceit and respect. The aim of this project is to help children detect the reasons of conflicts in democratic societies. Moreover, children are encouraged to see the problems through the eyes of Aristophanes’ characters, to cooperate with each other, as well as to develop the ability to talk about their feelings and express their thoughts. The activities proposed in the project establish the interaction between the children’s mother tongue and Greek language. Children are encouraged through play to express complex feelings and abstract concepts in their second/ foreign language. They are given the tools like role play, in order to develop their self-confidence and their ability to express themselves, while they learn to respect the others and they discover ways to share their own experience. Teachers, in this workshop, are to be familiarized with the creative methods of Drama in Education and Forum Theatre. The proposed workshop aims to encourage teachers to use drama techniques in the education of linguistic minorities in their everyday praxis, as well as inspire them to put up a theatrical play with their students.
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
