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Synopsis

In this paper the process of the devised theatrical performance, ‘The Chronicle of an Uprooting’ will be presented. In response to the new wave of migration due to the economic crisis in Greece, we (The teacher-director and the students of first class of Higher Secondary-actors) implemented the project entitled: ‘Migration and Interculturality’- through devised theatre as a collaborative creation and an experiencing approach. Originally the students were divided in groups in order to explore the subject from different perspectives. Making theatre in this case meant to plan a set of practices that would lead to the point of devising the script and also the traditional rehearsal and staging of the play-text. The creation and the use of the text occurred at different points within the devising process for creating performance from scratch, by the group in all, without a pre-existing script. The resources for the material used in the creation of the script were: bibliographical research, articles, interviews, literary texts, movies, music, songs, museums, theatrical performances. Techniques used in order to invent the characters, and develop the plot were theatre- games, dramatisation, improvisation, role-play and teacher-in-role. The script- text and performance evolved around a chronicle of ninety years and the story of ‘uprooting’ of five generations. The group of students that participated in this project, through the process of devising theatre they developed a bond and a sense of solidarity and support towards each other, the other students in the school community and the people around them. 
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
